Column A: USGS

Column B: USGS Site ID

This is a 15-digit identification number assigned to USGS ground-water wells and springs, and contains no blanks or alphabetic characters. It is used primarily as an internal control number in the computer files.

Column C: Latitude DD

This field contains latitude of the site in decimal degrees.

Column D: Longitude DD

This field contains longitude of the site in decimal degrees.  The longitude numbers of sites in Oklahoma are preceded with a minus sign (-) because sites are east of the Greenwich Meridian. 

Column E: Local 

Site locations are specified by a local site-numbering system, which is based on the public land-survey location in Oklahoma. The local site-numbering system consists of the township number, north or south; range number, east or west; and the section number. Each section is divided into four quarters, A, B, C, and D. The town​ship numbers are north of the third parallel and the range numbers are west of the Indian Meridian. A section is equal to one square mile and fractional parts are given from larger to smaller quartered areas of the section. The final digit (1) is the sequential number of a well within the smallest fractional subdivision relative to other wells in the same subdivision.  The diagram shown below illustrates the location of a well described as 01N-03E-06 BCA 1

Column H: Site Type

Spring, site where ground water freely discharges from land surface.

Flowing well, a drilled well where ground water freely discharges from the well casing. 

Observation, well used by the National Park Service to measure depth to water.

Well, a used or unused drilled or hand dug well.

Column I: Site Use

O, site is used for observation of water levels

U, site is unused

W, site is used for withdrawal of water

Column J: Date visited

The date water was sampled and or depth to water was measured.
